For noncommercial educational stations, list of donors supporting a specific program should be placed in the public file and retained for two years from the date of the broadcast.

Political disclosure statement, requests for political time and a record of the rates charged, the classes of time purchased, the schedule of time provided, dates and times the spots actually aired, record of free time provided, and documentation of any rebates.
Political file which is part of the public inspection file. Material must be placed in the file immediately and be retained for two years.  LPTV stations which do not have a public inspection file must still maintain the records.
